Payments - In most cases, you will pre-pay Stewart College for the first f our weeks of homestay. We will make the first t wo
payments (for two weeks each) to the fam ily for you. After that, you w ill pay the family directly, every two weeks, in advance.

Trial Period - The first 2 weeks of homestay are a trial period during which you m ay request a change in family without charge.
Notice to Change Homestay - |If you want to change homestay after the first t wo weeks of your stay, you must give the school
two weeks' notice. You will be charged a Homestay Transfer Fee to find another host family.

Notice to End Homestay -  To end your homestay arrangement, you must give your host fam ily 2 weeks' advance notice

General Information

First Day of School

On your first day at school, please bring:
- Your passport
- Proof that you have medical insurance
- A passport-sized photo for your ID card
- Your contact information in Victoria
- Pen and paper

Arrival Time

If you are taking morning or full-time classes, cane to
school by 8:45 a.m. |If you are taking afternoon classes,
arrive by 12:45 p.m.

Placement Test

You can take the 90 minute placement test on the first day
of school, or if you arrive in Victoria a few days early, you
can take your test in advance.

Orientation
On Mondays, after the placement test, you will receive an
orientation to the school and if you like, a walking tour.

SCHOOL INFORMATION

Medical Insurance

You must have medical insurance while in Canada. We can
arrange it for you, if you wish. If you will be in Canada for
more than 6 months, you must apply for the Provincial
Medical Services Plar

Smoking
Smoking is not permitted in the school, in your host f amily's
home, in public buildings or in bars or restaurants in
Victoria. You must be 19 years old or older, to buy
cigarettes.

Textbooks

You have the choice of buying or renting your te xtbooks for
the ESL program. If you rent your te xtbook, you cannot
write in it, but y ou will receive a refund when you return it
at the end of your course. By renting, you will not need to
pay another fee if your book changes due to a Promotion.
English Afternoons has a materials fee instead of a textbook
and all other programs require the purchase of a text.

Attendance

You must attend at least 85% of your classes to receive a
graduation certificate. If you will be absent, please contact
the school. An absence of 3 or more days without a

doctor's note, may lead to dismissal

TESTING AND PROMOTIONS

Placement Test

You will take a placement test upon arrival. The results of
your placement test, combined with a staff assessment of
fluency, will determine your level.

English Level

The combination of results from your placement test plus
sometimes, an informal assessnent of fluency, will be used to
evaluate your eligibility to join most of our programs. See the
Course Outlines for programs that require a minimum level of
English

Promotions/Advancement

You may request a promotion from time to time, or your
teacher may suggest a promotion. To progress to the next
level, you must achieve a written test score and sometimes
fluency assessment, suitable for the next level.

Testing Frequency
Level tests may not be taken less than 2 weeks apart.

VACATIONS!

Maximum Vacation

You may request up to 3 weeks' vacation for each 12 weeks
of program. It may not be possible for course dates to be
extended if the course has a firm end date. For vacations of 3
days or less, courses will not be extended and approval is still
required.

When to Apply

You must request your vacation when you register, or at least
2 weeks before the planned vacation. Courses will not be
extended without 2 weeks' written notice.

How to Apply

Vacation request forms are available in your student binder or
from the office, and must be given in writing to the Office
Manager

COURSE CHANGES

More than 2 weeks before program starts: you may change
your course registration details (dates, type of course), but a
reprocessing fee will apply unless you are changing from a
part-time to a full-time program.

Less than 2 weeks before program starts, or after program
starts: only the following changes are permitted to
registrations.

1. transfer from part-time to full-time course

2. the deferral of a current course in order to join an
additional Stewart College course which has fixed dates
